We 

will surround these persons with a community of love and forgiveness that they may grow in their 

trust of God and be found faithful in their service to others. We will pray for them, that they may be 

true disciples who walk in the way that leads to life.ò  

 We are telling these new children in the family of God, we have a message of Good News and we 

will be sharing it with you. We say that we are living a life that is an example of Christ. I ask you is that 

really a true statement on your life or is it a front that we are putting up? 

 We are now living in a world that is now calling the Church of Jesus Christ into the arena of ac-

countability. We promise people that we will proclaim the Good News of Jesus Christ and the love of God, 

but are we embarrassed to do it? Do we fall short of the promise? Do we let these new converts down be-

cause we ourselves have not grown to trust in Godôs love?

But Lent is 

also a season when the ñProfessing Membersò will through prayer and self-denial, work on their own lives 

to make them real and authentic to their calling so that they can help the new converts to grow. Over the 

next couple of weeks, I invite you to search your hearts and lives and see just what you need to change to 

make your baptism real. Make this Lenten Season the time when God revives you and holds you to your 

Baptism Covenant so that you can help new converts to experience the true love and forgiveness God gives 

them.
